MAXIMUM CREDIT HOUR LIMIT FOR THE SUMMER TERM 
Undergraduate students may take up to 14 credit hours over the summer full term. 
Undergraduate students are not permitted to take more than 7 credits in a sum-
mer half-term (i.e., First Half Term or Second Half Term).  Requests to take more 
than 14 hours in the full term, or 7 hours in a half-term, must be submitted via Aca-
demic Petition in Banner Self-Service (please use the Registration Hour Overload 
petition type and select Summer 2023 for the term).* 
 

Graduate students may take up to 9 credit hours over the summer full term. Grad-
uate students are encouraged to limit registration to 6 credits in a summer half-
term (i.e., First Half Term or Second Half Term). Requests to take more than a total 
of 9 hours in the summer term, must be submitted via Academic Petition in Banner 
Self-Service (please use the Course Overload petition type).  
 

*Please note that if a petition is approved to take more than 7 credit hours in a 
half-term (undergraduate students), or 6 credit hours in a half-term (graduate stu-
dents), the full term credit hour limit will still be enforced, unless noted otherwise 
by the petition approver.  

UNSATISFACTORY GRADE REPORTS - FOR FACULTY (CHANGES FOR FALL 2023) 
Currently Charlotte has a process by which instructors reports unsatisfactory 
grades to students who are performing below average. This is reported via Self Ser-
vice Banner 8 (SSB8). In September, when Charlotte moves to Self Service Banner 9 
(SSB9), you will be unable to indicate (normally a checkbox) that no students in 
your class have an unsatisfactory grade. The SSB9 upgrade no longer supports this 
option and will no longer ask if you have unsatisfactory grades or not. You will con-
tinue to be given an opportunity to enter a mid-term grade for each student. We 
recommend entering mid-term grades for all of your students. This ensures that 
students who are under-performing are able to access resources, but for those 
performing well, this will serve as motivation to continue performing well. 

 

REPEAT COURSE LIMITS 
The UNC System Office is developing new 
Banner registration functionality that will al-
low institutions, by program, to limit the num-
ber of times a student can take a course. If 
your department has a restriction that you’re 
currently tracking on your own, this will be 
welcome news. This has been an interest 
from many of you for several years and has 
been discussed in Faculty Council too. The 
System Office is starting work with Ellucian 
(Banner) to develop with the goal of deliver-
ing in late July. We will share more details 
next month.
